The parents joined the Latter Dgy S8sint Church in Dermark and
Poigrated to Zaen in 1lBE53 with the firet company of Baints from that
Countrv. They trained their children strictly in the principles 7 the
Goepels They made their living in Utah as cther pecple did,mostir hr
tilling the scil and causing 1t ‘t..a produce the necessities of 1372.
They remained in Manti all their lives and raised their children in
gbedience to tne Goepel of Jesus Clrist. Hrrum wae blessed br hie father
G,dul.1865,was alss buptized when eight years old by his fathsr, K 5,00t
1873 and confirmed 6,0ct.1873 by hie father. Ordained a Deaogn 23, Feb,
1878,a Priest 27,Nov.1886,both ordinatione being done by hia father.

Hyrum helped hie father around home and cn the farm,also traveled round

congiderably when a young man,mnting work and poselbly for adventure.
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He was of good character and was willing to do his part in the company
with which he asscciated. Marinus Jensen,Joseph Luke and Andrew Larson
were some of his youthful companions. Be formed a habit of reading the
secriptures when a young man ,which acoompanied him through life,and of
course was Very beneficial. He was an observer of the Word of Wiadqm
as far as he understood it. He had great faith in adminietering to the
sick, for many times in his Journal he mentions being ocalled to¢ preform
that ordinance and recovery follow his ministrations.

He and Barbara Stutznegger were rebaptized in the Manti temple
on the 6,Jan.l891 preparatory to getting their endowments. The next
day,the 7th Jan.1891 they received their endowments and were sealed
by Anthon HeLund for time and eternity in the Manti Temple« Boe«Denison
was alsc ordained an Elder the same day by Jacelb Jacobe on. He was
Secretary in the Hlders Quorum until he was called to be a Beventy 12,
Feh«1895,vas ordained by Carl F.Carlsons

He held many offices of trust in this Chureh,Librarian of the
YallaMaIs AayTeacher in Sunday School,most of his adult life., Ward Teacher
almoat onn£inunu31;f, Religion Class Teacher until they were discontinued
and all his married 1life ke has gone to the temple frequently for the
dead,and we can well suppcse that thousands will greet him,"Over There"
with thanksgiving and joy for their release »Uimough his noble work in
the NUMEEXE House of the Lord.

Before 1890 he had payed tithing each year,at the end thereof witn
work or in any way that he could,but at this time he decided to pay cash

tithing all the time. ,

After makin g up his mind to Pay cash tithing he was working at the

Brick Yard with other men and they were camping in a tent, On e day some

of the men quit work and went to the tent,in all probabilit:.r to get what
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ever they took a notion tos He had a trunk in the tent,locked,for he

had some money in a purse that he did not want to loose. When he return-
ed to the tent after the men left,he saw his trunk had been broken

ppens He thought of the money and his resolution to pay cash for tithing
80 hoped for that reason it would be safe,and sure encugh when he survey-
eéd the contents of the trunk that had baeﬁ thrown round,he saw one

shirt in the bottom of the trunk and under it was the purse in which

was the moneys Then he felt sure the Lord had pregerved it becauss

of his righteous desire to pay a cash tithing,and his faith in tithing
increased. Another Story.

In the Spring of 1903 financial affairs wers getting very serious
for he was not earning enough to supply his femily that wae growing
larger all the while and he knew that if he did not get help from a
higher source he would not be able to provide properly,what could he du";
How could he get ths aid or ability to meet the gituation ? he Wag ime
pressed that through prayer and tithing he could get the aid that was
needed. He had always paid tithing,from this time on he would pey tith-
ing as he earned it and it would be cash on all received. That resolution
he put in practigzdland found it easier and better,so when the Churc h
Authorities made/request he was a few years in advance of their Council,
He found that he was blessed of ths Lord and did better financially.

About Cleo,

When she was a asmall girl,early one Autumn Morning,while her fathey
Wag preparing to g0 after wood,a faeiing of dread came over him conecern-
ing Cleo,it seemed that some thing awful was about to happen to her.

He felt alarmed about it,what to do he did not know,and then he thought

of asking the Lord to Protect her ,which he did,but the feeling of alarm

continued with him,he Prayed again and still he felt the same ybut after

he prayed the 3rd time he got relief and felt that it was passed and no

serious thing would happen. At night when he came home the folks told
him that Cleo had climbed into the loft of her Grand Mother's house and
had fallen out of the gable end of the house and had taken no hatm at
all, This explained hie fears in the morning before leaving home and
had alsc told him that his thrice pleadings with the Lord had been
answered with blessings on their heads.

On the 15,Nov.1898 Bro.Denison was called to lebor as a Mission-
ary in the Balt Lake Stake of Zion in the interest of the young men. He
answered immeadiately that he was ready to go« He wae released from all
hieg Church duties in the Ward,for the time being,sc that he could ful-
fill that Mission. He started in Nov.1l898 and returned 12, Feb«18%%9.

He was appointed to the office of Asst.Superintendant of Sunday
School immeadiately on his return from that Missiona

In Qct+1901 he was appointed and set apart as President of the Y.
MalieIaAs of Manti South Ward.

In Decsof same year he was sustained as one of g committee on am-
uséments of that Ward.

On 7,Junel902 he says, "I put down carpet in bed-room,the first new
carpet we havehad since we owned the rlaces My wife cut and sewed all
the rage" He makes this note in his Journal,"Now I have 950 pounds of
flour on hand for the use of my family".

Another observation from Journal, 7,Nov.1902, " unloaded mill stuff,
filled the straw ticks,did chores in town and br;ught home new shoes
for Ellen and Lorenzo",

On 1,Dec.l902 he cut his left hand 8lightly,and had a terrible

time '-jrith it. Blood poiscning having threatened they wers obliged to use
buultices night and day for four Weeks and much Praying to the Lord with

aduinistering by the Priesthood at last brevalled and he fully recovereg
