derstood,but they all got to Payson allright.

They stayed there epermight with the Missionary who had baptized
them. His wife was from the place where grand mether lived and thev had
known each other as girle.

Bister Barbara B.Denison,spcording to her ewn words, was taught
the viriues of right living early in life and was also taught induphxy
by the art of wesk. When five ;ﬂ'&hn old she attended a sohool where
she was taught knittins,mﬂ by the time she was siX years gld ghe geuld
knit a whole sfecking. Bho Bamewb ows being vasinated for mmall pox before
starting to gehoel. They kad to g0 wp & M1l %0 reash Lhedr edkoel lmuse
ad they were glad when evening Game B0 thay eeculd coast down on ice amd
snew. Bhe reealls levely rairs in Bwitzerland that watered crops instesd
of irrigating them ae we do hera.

Berries too, were Plentiful and pecple would ewarm to ihe Mountains
to pick them in semson of tEeilr ripenins.
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It is imteresting to note that in Switgerland they bought thelr bread

in Mge loaves from the Bakery and carried it to their hemes. They ate
atale tread much of the time,and because of ther great health we conelude
that stale bread is much safer than fresh bread for humen comnsumption.

Another instance wortly of note ig that poor children were invited
to the homes of the rich for brief Holideys.marvohing four abresst in per-
fect order, They would he fed the luxuries of life,snd be allewed te play
and frolic on the large ten scre Flote reserved for that purpose.

la  May 1880 they left Bwltzerland for the lgnd of their dresams,
known as Eign. Barbara being nearly ten yeaws old remembers the awful
sea-sickness they suffered on board the Bhip and how the fesd tasted,
bread without selt amd butter salted too much, '

on the ocean she learmed to orechet from a I:,raxmg woman wWho seemed
toc be an expert at it. Bister Denison har alwey liked crocheting and has
dene much of it all ker life,supplyimg her daughters and daughters-in-lawj
with gemezows smounts of ite The besuty of all her hemd werk is,tkat it
has veer gplendldly exeouted,whether orscheting,kmitting, rugwmaking ox
whatever she has done,has been well done, yrmﬁfng the slogén, "That
whatever ie werth deing at all,is werth ining well", When eciroumstances
required phe has knit a cemplete pair of soeks in ome day,but she would
rather talke it a little slewer than that.

A while after ecming to this country her parents 4id weaviag and
et and brother Jolhw wound bobbins,and they were reguired o wind
them very firmly and evenly,else tlsy webe Pepremamdad quibe peverky.

A few things they had to eat in Pwitzerland that she mentions as mige-
ing greatly hebe,were a special kind of sausage, scasoned just right,but
not af Bighly as the sausage is seasonsd here. Then scme nuts that grew
in Bwitgerland about the size of wall-nute and the oplor of lemons,they

were excellant food. She went to school here the first winter sfter
arriving and bdd the trial of her 1ife learning the Engflish languase.

Ehe next Bummer mke helped at the home of Jens Miockleson,ropoking
the cradle,ohurning with an ¢ld fashioned ohurn that seemed to take for-
ever to bring butter ete. also sorubbing floors and all thoee mﬁm’j.-nl
taske that must be preformed,even if their waye of doing them were hard
and tedious. It was the best they could do then,new we are more fortunm-
ale,and can do hard work emmdwr. She was given a cdlicc dress fer her
work that pleased her very much.

She could mot stay there lomg for her mother needed her at home ,
#he wae the eldest ¢hild and much depended upon her.,

The German pecple were great to assemble at certain places and heve
enjoyment and talk about their blemsed religion,

Bhe remembers staying at ‘I’il.l‘r.iam Lukeg place and workinmg for 15
weeks at one tjma.*ThQ:,r needed her help to do the washing once = week,
80 she muet remain heme for that purpose washing on tﬁ board was indeed
a laberous task oo Eut the girls had te remain from schgel even if
they did loose their places at the nead of the spelling Class and would
bave to go $0 the foot on their return.

When she was yet real younp imxm her father ,orother John,and her-
self glesned wheat in the fields and after working all Bummer, tlrashed
out the wheat heads and had seven bushels of clean wheat,ana were de-
lighted with their sucoess.

Her father put up a Whirly Gig for his ¢hildren,which was & real
].[e:;ugr-_ua]g:ﬂ,mt endy fer his eldildren but for trne neligrboxs fer blocks
arcunds This wae while they lived at Louip's Ejiaras.

#he did not get much sehooling, for in those daye they paid Tuition
and peer ehildren were deprived of that necessity ,their time too,was

needed at home to help provide a living.
